Global equities rose in January on strong tech earnings despite rate uncertainty. China gained on strong liquidity and mutual fund issuance. Korea broke 5,000 points on renewed
government support and upcoming Commercial Code revision. Taiwan rose on tech strength. India corrected on INR weakness, Iran tariff risk, higher oil, and foreign selling, partly
cushioned by its EU Free Trade Agreement. Looking ahead, expected US rate cuts should support foreign inflows into emerging markets. We remain cautiously optimistic, favoring
sectors driven by domestic demand and high-yield stocks for resilience amid external volatility.
