Target Fund Manager's Commentary (as at 31 January 2026)

After a year of quite subdued, albeit positive market returns in local terms, and a tough start to the new year, we see a more optimistic outlook in 2026. The bilateral trade deal between India
and the US, which confirms lower tariff rates on US-bound exports, is an important clearing event for Indian equities. The new tariff rate is lower than the levies applied to China and key
ASEAN peers, preserving India's relative competitiveness. The announcement also coincides with accelerated foreign trade engagement between India and other economies like the
European Union, China, the United Kingdom, and the United Arab Emirates (UAE). As a result, some of the previous market headwinds caused by geopolitical factors should ease.

In addition, we see other factors becoming more supportive for Indian equities. Foreign direct investment (FDI) flows are tracking significantly higher with multinationals from the US,
Germany, Japan, and Korea, in particular, committing significantly to investing in India. Macro conditions are also stabilising as evidenced by the recent strong gross domestic product (GDP)
print and inflation at close-to-record-low levels. Importantly, corporate earnings growth is projected to re-accelerate.

Fundamentally, India remains on a strong, long-term growth path. Coupled with valuations coming back to more reasonable levels, we expect the equity market should regain more positive
momentum in coming months. In terms of our investment strategy, we remain focused on sustainable compounders, clean balance sheets, and businesses with pricing power.
